SCOPE  OF WORKS  AND  TERMS  &  CONDITIONS  AND  IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR BIDDER
1. The tender have been invited under two bid system i.e. Technical Bid and Financial Bid. The interested companies/agencies/firms are advised to submit two separate sealed envelops superscribing “Technical Bids for Thermal Power Plant Software”; and ‘Financial Bids for Thermal Power Plant Software”;. Both sealed envelops should be kept in a third envelop super scribing “Tender for Thermal Power Plant Software”. The Technical Bids are to be opened at the first instance and evaluated by Competent Committee or Authority. At the second stage, Financial Bid of only technically qualified Bidder will be opened for further evaluation and ranking before awarding the contract. 

2. The Technical bid will be consisting of company profile, tax registration details (PAN/CST/VAT/TIN, etc.), firm registration details, Income Tax returns, etc. along-with commercial terms and conditions. The Financial bid will indicate the item-wise price for the items mentioned in the technical bid. 

3. The Bidders will have to deposit the Earnest Money of Rs. 10,000 (Rupees Ten Thousand only) in the form of Demand Draft drawn in favour of “National Productivity Council” payable at Chennai. The successful bidder has to remit the EMD of 2% of accepted value deducting Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand only) at the time of award of work. The EMD will be refunded after successful completion of work. 

The EMD will be refunded to the unsuccessful bidder after award of contract to the successful Bidder. 

4. The Tendering firms/agencies are required to enclose attested photocopies of following documents, failing to which their bids will be summarily/out-rightly rejected and will not be considered any further: 

(a) Copy of CST/VAT/TIN Registration Certificates; 

(b) Copy of Income Tax Return files for last one financial year. 

5. The Tender should be signed on all pages by the authorised person. 
6. The Bidder will be bound by the details furnished by him / her to AIP NPC, while submitting the tender or at subsequent stage. In case, any of such documents furnished by him / her is found to be false at any stage, it would be deemed to be a breach of terms of contract making him / her liable for legal action besides termination of contract. No bidders will be allowed to withdraw after submission of bids/ opening of the tender; otherwise the EMD submitted by the firm would be forfeited. 
7. All the Tenders should be sent by Registered Post/Courier. Tenders may also be hand delivered at the aforementioned address. 

8. Tenders received late after due date and time will be rejected. 

9. The technical bid of the tender shall be opened at 06.02.2012 @ 2.30pm in the office of the Director & Head, AIP NPC, Chennai, in the presence of the authorised representatives of the Bidder, who wish to be present at that time. The Bidder whose technical bids are accepted / qualified will be informed about the date and time of opening of financial bids. 

10. Catalogue/full particulars of the software/specifications should also be furnished with the technical bid of the tender. Otherwise the same may be rejected. 

11. The price quoted should be for complete unit as per specifications. 

12. Tender rates should be valid for at least six months after the date of opening the tender. Tender valid for a shorter period shall be rejected as non-responsive.
13. The successful bidder will install, commission, test the facility at CETEE, AIP NPC, Chennai as per the work order given to the successful bidder by Director & Head (AIP), NPC. The successful bidder will also provide instruction manual and other documentation, including the warranty card, for operation and maintenance of all Equipments supplied. 
14. The bidder should provide minimum 1 week adequate on-site training twice to the designated employees of NPC on operation, maintenance, testing/ calibration, Do’s and Don’ts etc at free of cost

15. The bidder will be fully responsible for procurement, packing, forwarding, transport, insurance, supply and installation of the facility at the site. 
16. All taxes and duties levied will be paid by the bidder only. The officers of NPC or their representatives may inspect the Equipments or their components before supply.

17. Payment against Bill / Invoice shall be released only after delivery. No interest will be payable on the delayed supply of the equipment. Payment will be made direct to the supplier through Cheque/Demand Draft. No request for other mode of payment will be entertained.
18. Payment Schedule: No payment shall be made in advance for any supplies made under this order. 90% of payment will be released after DELIVERY. The balance 10% payment will be released after one month from the date of installation & commissioning of equipment/ Lab and acceptance certification by Committee on submission of Bank Guarantee (equivalent to the balance 10% payment), which will be returned after expiry of warranty period. 
In case of non-submission of Bank Guarantee, the balance 10% will be released after expiry of warranty period.
Delivery/ installation of software should be within 6 weeks from the date of releasing the supply order.  In case of delayed supplies, liquidated damages at the rate of 0.5 percent per week of delay with a maximum of 5 percent will be levied. 

19. The Bidder should indicate the Guarantee Period in the quotation. The minimum Guarantee Period will be one year. During the guarantee period, the successful Bidder is required to repair or rectify defective goods or to replace such goods with similar goods free from defect without any charge. Any goods required or replaced by Bidder shall be delivered at the buyer’s premises without costs to the buyer. 
20. While the purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation, even then in any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the contract shall be settled under the Court of Law within its jurisdiction at Chennai. The resultant contract will be interpreted under Indian Laws. 
21. The company having registration in Tamil Nadu has to include only 5 % sales tax in their quoted value availing the concession given in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette Notificiation No: (II) (1)/CT/19(b-9)/2002, dated  27th March 2002.
